The CPI(A), CPI(B) and CPI(C) reflect the impact of consumer price changes on households
in the relatively low, medium and high expenditure groups. The Composite CPI reflects the
impact of consumer price changes on the household sector as a whole.

The CPI(A) is based on the expenditure patterns of about 50% of households in Hong
Kong, which had an average monthly expenditure of $4,500 - $18,499 in the survey period
of the 1999/2000 Household Expenditure Survey. The CPI(B)is based on the expenditure
patterns of the next 30% of households, which had an average monthly expenditure of
$18,500 - $32,499 in the same period while the CPI(C) covers the next 10% of
households with an average monthly expenditure of $32,500 - $65,999 in 1999/2000. Based
on the expenditure pattern of all households taken together, a Composite CPI has also been
compiled since 1992.

Owing to re-basing of CPlIs, the data series are presented with 1999/2000 as base period for easy
comparison.
